FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

How is the Competition run?

Every player is in “the Johnny Cup”. The Johnny cup format is that you will compete against the field in a 12 week long Stableford point competition. Each player will use his handicap to calculate points based on his net score for each hole. (See Appendix A for a fuller explanation)

In addition, there will be weekly prizes given to the foursome which has the most Stableford points as a group against that week’s field.

The September 25th 18 holeTournament will utilize the league standings for pairings and flights.

What if I don’t have a handicap?

No problem. The organizers will assign you one to begin with, and after a couple of weeks we will readjust based on your performance.

What is the discussion group all about?
Golf’s Sacred Journey is an amazing book. It has created quite a stir in the golf world for its unique blend of golf lore, golf tips, and life lessons.   Although the book is a fast and easy read, there is a lot to talk about in each chapter. There is even a study guide we will follow. We expect to have some great discussions each week, a cut above the usual after golf banter of tale tales and could have beens.

What if I want to play in the league but don’t want to hang around and discuss the book?
In that case, this is not the right league for you. Hopefully, both the golf and the discussions will be memorable.
